Buford Vernon Boothe, age 76 of Newhall, WV died Monday, February 15,
2010 at his home. Born July 16, 1933 at Newhall, WV he was a son of the late
Byrd William Boothe and Martha Altizer Boothe. Mr. Boothe was a retired
United States Air Force veteran, having served in both Korea and Vietnam. He
was a member of the American Legion, Disabled American Veterans,
Veterans of Foreign Wars, and the Air Force Sergeants’ Association.
