Dr. Ernest “Ernie” Eugene Moore age 87,of Cedar Bluff, Virginia, passed away
on Monday, July 22, 2019 at Commonwealth Senior Living in Cedar Bluff,
Virginia following a lengthy illness. 

He was born on February 15, 1932 in Gauley Bridge, West Virginia to the late,
Virgil Everett Moore and Lora Greer Moore. Ernest was a graduate of Hinton
High School in Hinton, West Virginia and went on to graduate from the
University of West Virginia. He served his country as a Captain in the United
Sates Army Medical Corp. He received his medical degree from the University
of Maryland Medical School in Baltimore, Maryland. Dr. Moore came to
Richlands, Virginia over 53 years ago and served our community as a doctor,
first with the Mattie Williams Hospital, and then at the Washington Square
Clinic for the last 37 years. He was also a member of the First United
Methodist Church in Richlands, Virginia. He had dedicated his life to caring for
others, but he also found great pride in being a loving father, husband,
brother, grandfather, great-grandfather and friend. 

He is the last surviving member of his family and in addition to his parents he
was preceded in death by his loving wife, Mary Meyer Moore; sister, Margaret
Meador; brother, Virgil Moore; and granddaughter, Carey Mills.
