
Frances Julia Harrison
January 29, 1924 - September 28, 2015

Frances Young Harrison died Monday, September 28, 2015, in Richlands, VA,
at the age of ninety-one. She was born in Lockport, NY, on January 29, 1924,
the only child of Frank L. Young and Julia Dersham Young. She was a
graduate of Lockport High School and attended Cornell University for two
years before leaving the college to work as a chemist for the War Department
in Oak Ridge, TN, working on the Manhattan Project developing the atomic
bomb. After the war, she returned to Cornell University and completed her
Bachelor Degree in 1948. 

 

She met her husband, Richard H. Harrison, a chemical engineer, at Oak
Ridge and they were married June19, 1948, in Lockport, NY. They had five
children and lived in Odessa, TX. Later in life, Frances returned to her family
home in NY and was active with the Western New York Land Conservancy,
donating a portion of the Young family farm to create the Niagara Escarpment
Preserve. Health issues caused her to move to Richlands, VA, in 2010 to live
with her son, Dr. Glenn Harrison. 

 

Frances Harrison was preceded in death by her parents, her husband, and
one daughter, Julia Harrison Franklin.
