He loved boating, and his pride and joy was the “Seahorse,” which he
puttered around fishing the shores of Lake Erie. He enjoyed hunting, fishing,
gardening, and traveling. He was a quiet, intelligent man who was always
positive, funny, and happy. When asked what he wanted people to learn from
him, he said, “is always to be positive.” He was a proud member of the
American Legion and the Ebenezer Global Methodist Church.
