
Rev. Robert Jackson Osborne
April 25, 1934 - August 25, 2023

Robert (Bob) Jackson Osborne, age 89 years and 4 months, of Cedar Bluff,
Virginia, entered his heavenly home on Friday, August 25, 2023 from an
Abingdon, Virginia hospital. 

He was born April 25, 1934 in Russell County, at Putman, Virginia and was
the son of the late Horace Greely Osborne and Rhoda Crouse Osborne. 

He served in the US Navy, serving on the ship USS Colahan DD658 as a
morse code radioman. He was awarded the United Nations Service Medal;
Korean Service Medal; China Service Medal; and the Good Conduct Service
Medal. After his military discharge he worked for the N&W Railway. Robert
has spent most of his life in Tazewell County and was the associate pastor of
the Richlands Tabernacle for the past 58 years. Robert ministered and taught
the Adult Bible Class for over 50 years. Robert was a prince of a man having
dedicated his life to God, the Bible, his Church, and his Family. Robert was
very talented and had a photographic mind and had committed most of the
New Testament to Memory and a lot of the Old Testament. He would often
begin a sermon by quoting an entire chapter from the Bible. People would
often follow along in their Bible to see if he missed a word….but he never did.
He spent many hours in prayer, studying God’s Word, and visiting the sick. He
shared books with many ministers. Robert was a quiet, humble, but mighty
man. His life was a light and blessing to many.
